Abiogenesis (Greek a-bio-genesis, "non biological origins") is, in its most general sense, the generation of life from non-living matter. Today the term is primarily used to refer to hypotheses about the chemical origin of life, such as from a primordial sea

Common descent: Morphologic similarities in the Hominidae family are interpreted as evidence of common descent.The theory of universal common descent proposes that all organisms on Earth are descended from a common ancestor or ancestral gene pool

People come from non-human ancestors, and so do animals.

Genetic variation arises due to random mutations 

Natural selection comes from differences in survival and reproduction

In the mid-nineteenth century Charles Darwin believed that the Earth must be extremely old because he recognized that natural selection and evolution required vast amounts of time.

Darwin developed the concept that evolution is brought about by the interplay of three principles: variation (present in all forms of life), heredity (the force that transmits similar organic form from one generation to another), and the struggle for existence (which determines the variations that will be advantageous in a given environment, thus altering the species through selective reproduction). Present knowledge of the genetic basis of inheritance has contributed to scientists' understanding of the mechanisms behind Darwin's ideas, in a theory known as neo-Darwinism
